Arbitrator Preparation and
Qualification Program in Ramallah
on 14 February 2026. The training
combined legal knowledge with
practical application and
concluded with a comprehensive
arbitration simulation, allowing
participants to manage a full
arbitration case from procedures
to issuing the final award.
Certificates were awarded to
participants in recognition of their
commitment, in line with
Palestinian Ministry of Justice
accreditation standards,
reaffirming ACT's commitment to
strengthening national capacities
in arbitration and dispute

resolution.

ACT HOSTS COMMUNITY
DIALOGUE TO PROMOTE
SOCIAL PEACE IN JERUSALEM

On 11 February 2026, ACT
held a community dialogue
session in Jerusalem with local
mediators and community
leaders as part of the project
“Early Action for Safer
Communities.” The meeting
focused on developing
practical initiatives to reduce
violence and strengthen social
cohesion, including
addressing school violence,
supporting families, and
launching community
awareness activities.
Participants discussed key
priorities including protecting
teachers, addressing school
violence, strengthening the
role of families in prevention,
and launching awareness
initiatives in schools.

explore practical steps to
translate the strategy into
action and strengthen
women's meaningful
participation in dialogue and
negotiation processes.

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REFERENCE STRATEGY TO STRENGTHEN 2n
WOMEN PARTICIPATION

ACT's Reference Strategy for Enhancing Women's Participation in
Negotiation, Decision-Making, and Peacebuilding provides an evidence-
based framework aimed at addressing the structural exclusion of
Palestinian women from political and peace processes. Drawing on the
Palestinian experience and lessons from comparative international
contexts, the strategy highlights how women'’s marginalization has been
shaped by broader political and negotiating structures rather than simply
a lack of representation.

The strategy calls for moving beyond symbolic inclusion toward
meaningful participation, by rethinking how negotiation and decision-
making processes are designed and ensuring that women's experiences,
knowledge, and leadership contribute to shaping political choices and
sustainable peacebuilding efforts. It also emphasizes the importance of
strengthening coordination among national institutions, civil society, and

women'’s movements to support a more inclusive and effective peace FLUA.\." ASJLG.LQ JAJ.’.\J
